HOW TO USETHE MODULES

These modules may be completed for personal use or to satisfy professional requirements.
There is a yearly fee for use of the UM Online Blackboard platform. If computer or internet
access is difficult to use or find, the modules are also available in alternative formats: paper or
CD. You have up to 12 months to complete as many modules as you wish from those
available.

Option |I: Personal Use
Both the public and health care professionals are invited to read and use the information in the
modules.

Option 2: Continuing Education
MTGEC will issue a certificate of completion for either

I) general continuing education credit or
2) professional continuing education credit.

For number 2, appropriate professional organizations and state licensing boards have approved
the modules. MTGEC will certify to those agencies the names of individuals who have
successfully completed each module.

You will need to complete a pre-test, a post-test with a score of 70% or higher, and an
evaluation for each module, as well as a Participant Profile form for the program. Please visit
our website to find current information about the continuing education credit for each module
and professional organizations issuing credit.

Option 3: 45-Hour Geriatric Training Certificate

This interdisciplinary program is designed for health professions faculty, health professions
students, and health professionals. After completing 45-hours of any combination of the modules,
a certificate will be issued. Participants are required to follow the same requirements as for
continuing education. If you are or become interested in completing the geriatric training
certificate, please contact Montana.

Option 4: Academic Credit

Graduate or undergraduate credit may be obtained from The University of Montana by
enrolling in HS 495 Special Topics: Geriatric Health Problems. This course will present a
review of normal aspects of aging, common health problems associated with aging, and the
common treatment of these problems in older persons.
